Over the past few months, it has been brought to my  
attention that a few individuals have concerns that the 
Senior Center would close. I want to relieve these  
concerns and assure patrons of the Senior Center that 

 the Center will remain open. Never has staff or Council suggested that the 
Center should close. 
 
The City has made accommodations to ensure the Center remains open 
during the construction of the Police Station and City Hall remodel. These 
accommodations include moving some of the Senior Center parking signs 
along Third Street, and installing a stair lift to ensure accommodation to 
those unable to use stairs. When the construction project is completed, the 
back door to the facility will open again for full access of the Senior Center. 
Another point to assure you the Center will remain open, is that weôve  
continued our annual renewal of the contract with the Unified Government 
Area on Aging to continue mill levy funding. 
 
Weôd love to see you continue to participate in all the Senior Center has to 
offer or even try a new activity! There are many to choose from including: 
luncheons & entertainment, food demonstrations, exercise program, bingo, 
free legal service assistance, free blood pressure checks, arts & crafts, 
mystery lunch and breakfast outings, museum & dinner theater trips,  
seasonal trips of interest, Wii tournaments, board games and cards, the 
pool table open daily, puzzles, movies & cable television.

Opened in 2001, the mu-
seum houses a collection of memorabilia from 
the Disney family's farm where they lived from 
1905 to 1909 along with Walt Disney's return to 
the town in 1946.

Many of the items were donated by the family 
of Ruth Flora Disney Beecher, Walt's sister. Ar-
tifacts include personal family letters and pho-
tos, Disney's wooden school desk and a re-
cording of him asking his parents about their 
life.

components of a Disneyland ride to be operat-
ed outside of Disneyland, the Autopia.
